Working with her case manager and her obstetrician, Aqueela began taking a new prescription drug that
reduces the likelihood of preterm birth. Her case manager also arranged for visiting nurses and referred
Aqueela to a community organization to provide in-home, non-medical bed rest support. Aqueela’s case
manager also helped persuade Aqueela to move her family some distance away from her abusive boyfriend.

Several months later, Aqueela delivered a full-term, healthy baby boy. Without the early intervention of a
case manager and obstetrician, without the fully integrated and comprehensive level of care that is the
foundation of the managed care approach, Aqueela’s story might have had a tragic ending.

Working with her case manager, Aqueela had more options and made better choices. For the first time,
Aqueela was able to deliver a healthy baby, and, with regular check-ups, help the child grow strong and
thrive.

Aqueela’s case manager delivered for all Pennsylvanians as well. Aqueela’s two previous pre-term births
each came with a first year of life cost of $173,177. Her third delivery — including prenatal treatments — cost
only $2,182, with translates to a 99 percent savings to the taxpayers.
